Warning before choosing the group. Please remember to listen to your body during the
journey and adjust your pace accordingly.

If you are going directly to the airport after Santiago’s Way, please bring your luggage with you
and leave it in the bus.

A support vehicle and medical service will be available along the walk.

Water and a piece of fruit will be provided along the way. However, bring your own water bottle
to refill along the way, as well as other food or energy bars, as you may need.

Lunch will be offered to the participants. For those leaving at 15.00 with the bus transfer to the
airport, a lunch bag will be provided.

Local guides (English spoken) will be at our disposal during the walk.
